Sneak-A-Peek into Our Week


Math: counting to 50, identifying and writing numbers 0-20, reviewing 2D and 3D shapes and describing sides and corners. Sorting objects different ways.  





Writing: Use a combination of drawing, dictating, and writing to narrate a single event. Stretching out words and writing the letter sounds they hear. Matching pictures to words. 





Reading: With prompting and support, ask and answer questions about key details in a text.





Theme: explaining different emotions and how to express them appropriately.
